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Subheadings in Bold Type
The papers will be typeset by a professional, so please keep all your formatting to the necessary minimum. Use italics and “quotes” whenever appropriate. On the other hand, if you need to use a picture in your paper, please do not insert the image into the Word file, but send it to us in a separate file.

At the beginning of the second, third, etc., paragraphs press the Tab key. For a block quotation, enter an empty line, your paragraph without quotes, and another empty line:

Please mark this paragraph in the Block Quote style. Donec nec nunc. Nam vitae justo ac nibh accumsan hendrerit. Pellentesque pharetra lectus eu erat. 

The following paragraph is the “the first one” again, so it is not necessary to use the Tab key again.

Throughout the whole text, please use the MLA format for bibliographic citations. Use the footnotes in the text, as defined in Appendix B of the 6th edition of the MLA Handbook.
 Please use the Footnote feature of the word-processor. Parenthetical citations can only be used for subsequent citations of the primary sources. Please do include the Works Cited section at the end of your paper.

Otherwise, follow the “universal” rules for writing papers: “smart quotes,” curly apostrophes, etc. Whenever at a lost, please consult the MLA Handbook. We suggest you ask a native speaker to proofread your contribution to correct obvious mistakes.
